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輔導組各部工作簡介

1. Thematic Activity
Starting from 1995, we attempt to compose multiple-year plans (e.g. three-year plan) to guide us in counseling work. We set a central theme and the individual years will successively develop the theme through year focus. Thematic activities aim at developing the school atmosphere, and highlighting important notions which will be followed up in smaller-scale activities.

2. Counseling Week / Counseling Festival
It is one highlight of the year focus. There will be a package of activities related to the year focus/theme, which usually cover week or two in the school calendar. This is also an occasion for the Friends of Counseling Committee (CCF) and Big Brothers and Big Sisters (BBS) to exercise their leadership and collective creativity in a topic which is constructive to the school and the students.

3. Big Brothers and Big Sisters Scheme
The BBS Scheme aims at helping S.2 students in their adaptation to secondary school life. Help in their study is one of the areas of concern; but big brothers and big sisters (who have to undergo relevant counseling training) mainly put effort to build up a supportive relationship which allows for good sharing and peer guidance between the seniors and the juniors.

4. Junior Students Training Programmes
These training programmes aim at developing junior students’ confidence, ability, problem-solving skills, etc. to help them face challenges and frustrations. These programmes may be in the form of camps, groups, or other possibilities. Basically, we seek external resources and recruit students to join.

5.
Class Periods Curriculum

Class periods allow for interactive and more in-depth discussion on certain topics. These occasions help to build up the relationship between students and class teachers. And this also create the atmosphere of communication and mutual development.

6.
Counseling Cases / Groups

Counseling cases and groups are remedial in nature. They aim at helping students who have puzzles or problems in their development. This requires considerably long-term follow up to step-by-step guide students in handling their puzzling situations. Counseling teachers need skills as well as very deep care for the students.
7.
Friends of Counseling Committee (CCF) 
a) CCF are a group of student helpers who (i) have interests in the work of the Counseling Committee, and (ii) are willing to help and to promote its work.

b) They are also a group of students who wish to develop themselves more in their own ability, personality, as well as knowledge in counseling work.

c) The first group (1998-1999) was formed "by coincidence" with 7 students who had been close to the counseling teachers, after their clear admission of interests and willingness to help. 

d) The second group (1999-2000) and the third group (2000-2001) was formed as a development of the project: briefings and sharing gatherings were held for a group of nominated students to let them understand CCF, followed up by group interviews for sincere interests. 

e) From 01-02 onwards, CCF will be considered one of the student leader groups, like BBS.
